

MLL Application Guide for Former/Current ATs



Thank you for your interest in becoming an MLL Apprentice Teacher again. In order to re-apply you need to fill out a Former Apprentice Teacher Application Form and have the Master Teacher for whose class you were previously an AT fill out a letter of recommendation form.  In addition, you are required to submit a reflective essay in which you will consider your past AT experience (see details below).  In the case of those wanting to teach more than one language, you will need to submit an essay in each language. You will also need an MLL department reference for each additional language you wish to teach.

Be sure to prepare the following information ahead of time because you will not be able to submit the form if it is incomplete.

1. Essay
Using the language(s) you intend to teach, explain in approximately 250 words: a) In your most recent experience as an AT, what did you find to be the greatest challenges and were you able to overcome them?  If so, how did you overcome them or if not, how might you approach similar challenges in the future? b) What did you find most rewarding during your time as an AT?  What compels you to be an AT again and what will you do differently the second time? 

 2. Letter of Recommendation
Be prepared to submit the name of the MLL professor with whom you previously worked   and list the semester/year you worked with him or her (e.g. spring 2013). Be sure to ask your former MT to fill out the recommendation form on your behalf.  In the case of those wanting to teach more than one language, you will need an MLL department reference for each additional language you wish to teach.
