The MSSC works to foster a supportive environment for students in science, math and economics classes. Many of the tutors attend the class they support and as a result are very familiar with the course material and requirements of the class. Regular use of the MSSC provides many benefits: individual study knowing tutors are available to answer questions or help with assignments; opportunities to study and complete assignments with classmates; and discussions with upperclass students about classes, majors, research and potential careers.
