*Power Driven Mobility Devices Restrictions and Safety Guidelines
*PDMDs include Scooters, Power Chairs and Segways
1.   PDMDs are not to be run on Village Streets.  
2.   Stop before entering crosswalks as PDMDs have a lower profile and may not be visible.  Never enter a crosswalk when a car is approaching. DO NOT CROSS 229 AT ANY TIME
3.  The speed of the PDMD should match that of pedestrian traffic. Do not pass pedestrians in crosswalks or sidewalks as pedestrians may not hear an electric powered device approaching and can inadvertently step in the path of the PDMD resulting in injury.
4.   When parking PDMDs near buildings do not block entrances or fire lanes.  Please note that Segways are not allowed inside campus buildings (unless otherwise approved).
[bookmark: _gjdgxs]It is your responsibility to be aware of hazardous weather conditions.  In the event of high winds, ice storms or other potentially hazardous weather conditions the Office of Safety and Security has the right to recall college equipment that is on loan.  If you are using a personal power driven mobility device and are not certain about current or impending hazardous weather conditions please call the OSS switchboard at (740) 427-5000.  OSS will arrange for alternate transports in the event of hazardous weather conditions.
