Peer Notes Recipient Agreement:

1) Please talk to your instructor if you haven’t already about your need for notes.  They may be able to make power point slides or other materials available before class, which may eliminate your need for notes.

2)  Student agrees to attend class and actively engage in note taking.  Having a notetaker in the class is NOT a substitute for class attendance. Two “unexcused absences” will result in a suspension of notes. Student will be required to meet with the Director of Student Accessibility and Support Services before peer note taking services can be reinstated. 

3) The peer note taker will take notes covering lecture materials, but will not provide verbatim notes, interpretation of notes, or transcription services. 

4) If notes are not available when agreed to please notify the Liz Keeney (Liz Keeney's email address) immediately.
